The Trans-Tasman Fund is a select portfolio of well researched
companies which are primarily New Zealand and Australian listed
companies. The Trans-Tasman Fund is actively managed, which
means the holdings and returns may differ considerably from its
benchmark. While the Trans-Tasman Fund tends to be fully invest-
ed in shares, when there are few compelling investment opportuni-
ties the Fund may hold some cash or cash equivalent securities.
