We aim to achieve this by
investing predominantly in growth assets, with little or no allocation to income assets, and the use of leverage to provide increased
exposure.

By
investing in Booster Innovation Fund, the Fund will bear a proportionate share of any performance fee charged which will be reflected in
the unit price of the Fund.

6 The Fund may invest a portion of its net asset value in Booster Tahi LP, a limited partnership managed and established by related parties
to Booster Investment Management Limited. Booster Tahi LP pays performance fees to the fund manager, Booster Funds Management
Limited. By investing in Booster Tahi LP, the Fund will bear a proportionate share of any performance fee charged which will be reflected
in the unit price of the Fund.

7 No performance-based fee was charged for the Booster Tahi LP for the year ended 31 March 2023. The performance fee will vary based
on the performance of the Booster Tahi LP or the Booster Innovation Fund and this charge for the year ending 31 March 2023 may be
materially different to the fee charged for the year ended 31 March 2024.
