What is the purpose of this update?

This document tells you how the Harbour Enhanced Cash Fund has performed and what fees were charged. The document
will help you compare the Fund with other funds. Harbour Asset Management Limited prepared this update in accordance
with the Financial Markets Conduct Act 2013. This information is not audited and may be updated.

Description of this fund

The Harbour Enhanced Cash Fund is an actively managed portfolio that holds liquid money market securities, NZ
Government Stock, corporate bonds and bank deposits, all denominated in New Zealand Dollars. The Fund is designed to
earn a premium over 90 day bank bills, while aiming to avoid the volatility of traditional fixed interest funds. The maximum
permitted duration of the Fund is 2 years. The Fund maintains a core holding of highly liquid securities in order to minimise
transaction costs and facilitate investor cash flow requirements at short notice. The Fund also uses hedging instruments to
manage interest rate risk within prescribed limits.

Investment Objective: To outperform the benchmark of the portfolio by 85 basis points per annum over a rolling 3-year
period.

Example of how this applies to an investor

Small differences in fees and charges can have a big impact
on your investment over the long term.

Jenny had $10,000 in the Harbour Enhanced Cash Fund at the
start of the year and did not make any further contributions.
At the end of the year, Jenny received a return, after fund
charges were deducted of $602 (that is 6.02% of her initial
$10,000. This gives Jenny a total return after tax of $430 for
the year.
